F. PUBLIC HEARINGS:

ITEM 2: PLANNED DEVELOPMENT PERMIT PD-21-47 AND
CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT CUP-21-23

726 East Main Street

Request: This is an application for a Planned Development Permit and
Conditional Use Permit to preserve the existing two-story, 38,075
square foot commercial building, previously known as Wondries
Nissan, and convert it into a health and human services use consisting
of medical offices, a senior daycare center, and a café located on a site
of approximately 79,469 square feet located in the EMC (East Main
Commercial) zone. (This item is exempt from the California
Environmental Quality Act)

Recommended Action: Adopt Resolution No. 21-33 approving
Planned Development Permit PD-21-47 and Conditional Use Permit
CUP-21-23, subject to the Conditions of Approval.

Associate Planner Quyle provided Staff’s presentation.

Anthony Tam and Chun Chang of TAMstudio presented an
overview of the project and the architectural design.

Amy Korn of Korn Randolph presented the landscape design.

Peter Ng of Chinatown Service Center presented the history of the
organization and services offered.

Commissioner Questions:

President Gardea inquired into the City’s tree to parking space ratio,
the applicant’s intent to rehabilitate the back parking lot, if any, and
possibilities to incorporate canopy trees.

Commissioner Pham asked how many Alhambra residents are
currently served by CSC and how many more people can be served
with the new location.

Commissioner Ho thought this was an effective re-use of the site and
asked the applicant to explain the design process.

Commissioner Wang clarified that the existing facility would be
retained and inquired into the target communities for this type of
services. She was of the opinion that this would be a great facility for
the City.

Commissioner Sahu verified people from other communities were
invited to use the services. He also inquired into the potential for solar
upgrades.
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Commissioner Mojarro inquired into the differences between the use
and senior care. He also inquired into why certain entitlements were
required.

Commissioner Olson was complimentary of the use.

Public Comments:

Lewis McCammon, resident, was supportive of the use. He provided
suggestions to improve pedestrian safety.

Jennifer Ng, resident, suggested that the south elevation could be
softened and additional landscaping could be provided in or around the
back parking lot. She was supportive of the project.

Marisol Grier, resident, commented on the community outreach and
the successful partnership between the applicant and the community.
She suggested “Alhambra” should be highlighted in the business
signage and was supportive of the project.

Henry Gurrola, resident, wanted to ensure that parking would be
contained onsite and did not spill onto Hidalgo Avenue.

Veronica Hernandez, resident, was concerned with *“Chinatown”
being included in the business name and requested a more inclusive
business name.

Maris Tyler, resident, was concerned with “Chinatown” being
included in the business name and requested a more inclusive business
name.

Laura Freeborn, wanted to see a business name that represented
Alhambra.

Bernice Ortega, resident, was concerned with “Chinatown” being
included in the business name and requested a more inclusive business
name.

Raul Cardoza, resident, was of the opinion “Chinatown Service
Center” would create confusion with the area being a Chinatown.
Pamela Boucher, resident, wanted a more inclusive business name.
Brad Michaels, resident, was of the opinion “Chinatown Service
Center” would create confusion with the area being a Chinatown. He
asked if the business signs would be in English and requested the
business to use a more inclusive name.

Cody Corbett, resident, requested that the business name should
reflect Alhambra and not Chinatown.

Susan Peacock, resident, supported proposed uses, but desired a more
inclusive business name.

Cayla Newkirk, was concerned with “Chinatown” being included in
the business name and requested a more inclusive business name.
Melissa Michelson, resident, thought the business name was
confusing. She encouraged the staff to be multi-lingual. She also
inquired into the process for renting the onsite community room.
Lawrence Marchese, resident requested the business name to include
“Alhambra” to be more inclusive to all.
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MOTION:

Marisela Diaz, resident requested the business name to include
“Alhambra” to be more inclusive to all.

Congresswoman Judy Chu, 27" District, supported the applicant’s
application to participate in the PACE program.

Assemblyman Ed Chau, 49" District, supported the applicant’s
application to participate in the PACE program.

Herbert K. Hatanaka, Executive Director, SSG, supported the
applicant’s application to participate in the PACE program.

Cathleen Ladd, Senior Vice President, Alzheimer’s Los Angeles,
supported the applicant’s application to participate in the PACE
program.

Olga Alarid, resident, was supportive of the reuse of the building and
the services offered but was concerned that the name of the business
ran counter to the Old Town Alhambra character the residents are
working to achieve.

Bert Ng, resident, stated that as a Chinese-American, he was
embarrassed and frustrated with the comments from some of the
previous speakers and emails read. He was supportive of the use.
Commissioner Comments:

President Gardea commented on the architectural and landscape
treatments.

Commissioner Olson stated that business signage will be addressed
by the Design Review Board. She was accepting of cascading vines
along the south elevation.

Commissioner Sahu commended the applicant for the outreach
efforts. He clarified with the applicant the public’s ability to use the
community room. He commented on Mr. McCammon’s public safety
concern, and inquired with the applicant on any potential operators for
the café. He added that the mural at the café storefront could be an
opportunity to establish a connection with the city.

Commissioner Mojarro commended the applicant for the
architectural design. He commented on privacy concerns to the south
and inquired about site security. He spoke of pedestrian safety. He
was cautious of granting Variances and the precedent it could set. He
also inquired if the applicant would consider including “Alhambra” in
the facility name.

Associate Planner Quyle read the language for amended Condition of
Approval PL12 and new Condition of Approval PL22.

Moved to approve Planned Development Permit PD-21-47 and
Conditional Use Permit CUP-21-23 with an amendment to Condition of
Approval PL12 and added Condition of Approval PL22.
